The Palais des Congres de Paris in the 17th district is a place of business, convention
and entertainment in the capital, located at Porte Maillot. The convention center is
part of the same set a high-rise hotel. the Hyatt Regency. on the edge of the Bois
de Boulogne

Built from 1970 by architect Guillaume Gillet, it was inaugurated in 1974.
The imposing inclined facade dates of the rehabilitation in 1998. It is the work of the
architect Christian de Portzamparc.
